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THE RULES OF PARTICIPATION IN THE “OFF CINEMA”

GENERAL REMARKS
I. Every film enters the festival free of charge.

II. The filmmaker submitting his/her film to “Off Cinema”

· agrees for the public presentation of his/her film for free;

· agrees for the public presentation of fragments of his/her film on TV in programs and films promoting the festival and in films about “Off Cinema” produced by its organizers for free;

· is obligated to present the producer’s written consent (entry form) for the free presentation of his/her film at the festival and during other events promoting the “Off Cinema” Film Festival 

· agrees for the public presentation of his/her film at the special screenings promoting the “Off Cinema” Film Festival  in Poland;

· is obligated to receive permission for the film’s screening at the festival and the above-mentioned presentations from every person who has rights to the film;

· is obligated to give the festival organizers the names of people who participated in the production of the film (director, cinematographer, composer of the score, actors etc.) and is responsible for this information;

· declares, that the film does not break copyright and any related rights;
· agrees for the right to make a copy of a competition film with subtitles for the festival presentations. 
III. The Selection Committee called by the director of the festival will choose films for the main competition. The Committee may not explain their decisions, which are irrevocable.

IV. The documentaries (maximum 40 minutes long) submitted to the competition must be made by authors till 35 years old. 

V.  The Selection Committee can choose films for the main competition which are longer than 40 minutes because of their artistic value.
VI. The films which were presented at the earlier “Off Cinema” editions will not take part in the competition.
VII. The Jury of professional filmmakers will evaluate films presented in the competition and award the best with the Golden Castle, Silver Castle and Bronze Castle. The Golden Castle (about 1000 Euro) will go to the author of the best film.
The Organizers of the festival can also give extra-awards founded by private people, organizations and institutions.

The Jury have also right not to award any film selected for the competition.

The prizes will be given at the award ceremony at the Festival Theatre Hall in CK “Zamek” in Poznań on 30 November 2008. 

The author, or the person to represent an awarded film,  present at the award ceremony, will have his/her travel expenses in Poland returned. We return as much as the railway ticket of PKP, second class, bought to get to Poznań from other place in Poland.
We do not send awards not taken during the ceremony. The authors of the awarded films can receive them personally at CK “Zamek” in Poznań.

V. The program director of the “Off Cinema” is Mikołaj Jazdon, who has the right to solve arbitrary the issues not included in the above regulations

VI.  The authorities of Centrum Kultury „Zamek” in Poznań are responsible for the organization of the festival.
TECHNICAL PARAMETERS OF THE FILMS
1. The films submitted to the competition can be made on following formats: miniDV, DVcam, Beta SP, DVD, 35mm.

2. Films for the Selection Committee must be on miniDV tapes or DVD copies. They must reach the address of the organizer until the 30 September 2008.

3. We do not return film copies except for films not qualified for the competition – these copies will be returned at “Off Cinema” office during the festival.

4. A filled in entry form must be enclosed to each film.

5. Signature of the author on the Entry Form means that he/she accept the Regulations of the Festival without any restrictions.

6. The copy format different to the one declared in the Entry Form may cause that the film will be excluded from the competition screening. 

7. Films selected for the presentation in the XII International Film Festival “Off Cinema” must be delivered to the organizer in the format declared in the entry form until 20 November 2008.

8. Films on 35 mm are brought and taken back by the author, or person representing him.

9. All films should have front titles (the title and the names of filmmakers).

10. Each film copy must be on a separate cassette or DVD.

11. Each videotape should be adjusted at the beginning of the tape.

12. The title of the film, name of the author and duration must be labeled on the videotape or DVD.

13. Please send the film copies together with the dialogue list in English, at least two still photos from the movie and a  summary of the film story in English/Polish for the festival catalogue (at least 400 signs).

14. The above demands if not respected may be the reason of not accepting the film for the presentation in the competition.

15. The director of the festival can invite particular movies to participate in the competition. The Selection Committee does not evaluate these films.
